	1. Issue-Post Sanitizing Rinse Dish Machines
	· Susan issued a letter to Hobart stating that the machine meets the requirements currently in Cal-Code (post sanitizing rinse is not currently prohibited in CalCode) and no language is needed. Vickie wanted to wait to hear back from SubA whether language was needed.
· During the call, committee members felt there was benefit in recommending language to help clarify this equipment is allowable. 
· Angela will reach out to Vickie to see if she could draft some clarification language for next SubA meeting.

Yes Sections that need further discussion before SubCommittee can make recommendation- Follow up from last month’s meeting
· 3-501.19-Time as a Public Health Control-Feedback from CCDEH policy committee was that they agreed with the concern regarding enforcement but also understood the science. They felt SubA was the appropriate forum to discuss. During this call, majority opinion was to recommend adding 6 hour provision. 

Yes Sections that after review are not equivalent & Subcommittee Recommends Changes to make them equivalent.
· 4-501.16- Warewashing Sink, Use Limitation- SubCommittee recommending changing Cal-Code to remove grandfather clause in lieu of allowing exceptions based on approval at the local level. SubCommittee agreed on the attached language to propose (carry over from last month’s meeting)
· 4-501.19- Manual Warewashing Equipment, Wash-Recommend raising temperature requirement for wash water from 100˚F to 110˚F to make section equivalent to MFC.
· 4-603.14-Wet Cleaning- Missing Section (B)- the washing procedure selected shall be based on the type and purpose of the equipment or utensil, and on the type of soil to be removed. Subcommittee recommended adopting this language into 114097 (as an extra subsection)
· 4-603.15-Washing procedures for Alternative Manual Warewashing Equipment- Recommend adopting MFC language 4-603.15 as a separate section to CalCode (in section C- reference 114097). Missing sections A & B citing disassembly of utensils and scraping to ensure proper cleaning.
· 4-603.16- Rinsing Procedures- Recommend adding separate “Rinsing” section to Cal Code using MFC 4-603.16 language. After review of the ANSI standards, there were some sections that were not listed in the standard and equivalency could not be met by referencing ANSI/NSF standard.
· 4-904.14-Rinsing Equipment & Utensils after cleaning & sanitizing- See #1 on notes. Adding this language would make section equivalent.
· 3-304.13-Wiping cloths, Use limitation- Missing Subparagraph F- Recommend adding MFC sub section F to 114185.1 to address us of single-use disposable wipes to ensure they meet EPA label requirements. 
· 4-901.12-Wiping Cloths, Air Drying, Locations- Does not specify “air drying”. Recommend adding MFC language 4-901.12 to address air drying wiping cloths (in lieu of a clothes dryer).
· 4-901.11- Equipment & Utensils, Air Drying Required- Recommend adding MFC section reference to 40 CFR 180.940 to Section 114105 
Yes Sections determined not equivalent that SubCommittee does not recommend adoption for stated reasons. 
· 4-501.110- with justification on ANSI/NSF equivalent, may be considered equivalent. 4-27 meeting committee did not recommend adopting MFC language

	1. Other Discussion
	Several Members expressed (as in previous meetings) concern regarding enormity of the task to draft a new code if proposed changes were not accepted (veto vote exercised over key sections needed for equivalency). They also expressed concern that continuing to use CalCode as the base document for changes would lead to a greater number of errors (associated with cross referencing) and require “clean-up language” long after the new code was implemented. Many members felt the better solution would be to start with Model Food Code’s organization and then recommend what to add/remove to address California’s unique retail food industry needs.
